attempt to properly understand what faith is. Faith, according to

Heb. 11:1,is “the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of
things not seen.” The CCC explains further that faith is the adequate
response to God's invitation (CCC 142). Again it says, “Faith is certain.
[t is more certain than all human knowledge because it is founded on the
very word of God who cannot lie” (CCC 157). Faith is essentially about
believing: believing in God (that He exists, that He can do all things, and
submitting to His authority); and believing God (to be in charge and to
do what He says He will do). Faith is trusting God even when our human
mind does not fully understand what we are dealing with. Faith is
holding on to God's word in all things.
